Here are a few tips to help reduce the
potential contamination when disposing
of your solid waste:

« Bagalltrash, including single use gloves,
napkins, wipes, masks, and paper towels
prior to putting into trash container.

Spring Cleaning Tips

1. Donation centers may be closed, so please hold on to any donations until the
centers reopen.
