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LMD 6-R was formed in 1986 and
consists of single-family homes only.
Each year, property owners within
LMD 6-R pay an annual amount
through their annual property tax bill
to support the maintenance of the
District and its capital cost.

To improve the service level of LMD 6-R,
property owners passed Proposition
218 ballots on September 1, 2009.
